Join our friend, Rev. Dr. Amy Lindeman Allen (daughter in law of Jim and 
Chris Allen and theologian in residence at Trinity in June 2024!) and Indiana 
Christian Church Associate Professor of New Testament at Christian 
Theological Seminary in Indianapolis, Indiana, for a six-week course titled, 
“Jesus and the Little Children”! Based on Dr. Allen’s book, The Gifts They 
Bring: How Children in the Gospels Can Shape Inclusive Ministry (WJK, 
2023), sessions will include presentations on the following topics:
